Advanced implant dentistry faces the challengeathtand implant restorations close to each othef.
To achieve esthetic satisfying results, an appldeisvidth and thickness of attached gingival is
desirable around implants and teeth. Due to alveotige defects, tooth extractions or previous
restorations the soft tissue appearance is oftenpromised. Full thickness flap designs unveil theif
limitations when additional vertical or horizontablume should be gained or if extended
augmentation areas should be covered by soft tissue
